ChongOs reading to
highlight history

Denise Chong has become central in Canadian litera-
ture for finding the shadows of human history and trac-
ing their outline to the real person standing in the light.

General society had never heard of Chan Sam or
May-ying, but her maternal grandparents became a
keyhole through which the world peered into the
painful formative years of Chinese immigration to
North America. *The Concubinees ChildrenZ was
Chonges first book. It has been converted into a play,
won numerous awards, and was on the Globe and
Mail bestseller list for 93 weeks.

Nobody knew the name Kim Phuc, but the photo-
graph of a screaming girl running naked from a napalm
attack during the Vietnam war captured global atten-
tion. Chong introduced readers in «The Girl In the Pic-
tureZ to the little girl after she grew up, telling the story
of the everyday victims on the Cold Wares front lines.

Now, in her third major publication, Chong looks at
the face of Chinaes infamous Chairman Mao, standing
huge in venerated portrait form over the agitated
crowds gathering in Tiananmen Square in 1989.
Smears of fresh paint drool down Maoes face, splat-
tered on the canvas from vandales eggs hurled by pro-
testers who, observers worried, would surely be put to
death for such a transgression against Chinass rulers.

Indeed the standoff became a massacre, and a
flashpoint for human rights abuses in China and any-
where in the world.

The hand that hurled those eggs belonged to Lu
Decheng, who was imprisoned for his defiance of
government but lived to tell the story. And the first
person with the power of the pen he told the story to
was Denise Chong.

+The power of the first telling,Z is how she de-
scribed the force of all three of her books, centrally

S Lu Decheng. *He has not aired it before. You are
starting with an individuales story and so you know
the main source of memory, and then you decide as a
writer where the narrative is. It is the decision of the
narrative that takes you into other characters.Z

In this case, the thrown egg was a symbol, to Chinese
and outsiders alike in those volatile days, of a generation
and a mentality that was turning its back on the crush-
ing control of Maoist government. Yet the words «hu-
man rightsZ cannot be found in the 250 pages Random
House published in the Chonges book *Egg On Mao.Z

*You judge at your peril, as the writer,Z Chong said.
*Objectivity is essential, otherwise l«d choose a differ-
ent form. led write a rant somewhere. There are ac-
tivists who are on a mission and they will pound it
home. | am more interested in the power of the story
to convey the idea.Z
